The aims of the lesson
e.g. 

· To understand more about local environment (village of Horsford) and how they might react to a serious threat to it

· To use a range of drama strategies
· To develop speaking and listening skills 
Lesson exemplar
The teacher wanted to the children to consider what would happen if council announced they were going to build a new road through the park.
Before the lesson we looked at the main features of the village and where they were on a map.
The teacher began the lesson by announcing that something was going to happen to the village that would affect them all.
The teacher then got children to spread rumours about what it might be before pointing out notice about building of new road straight through park and meeting for them to attend to find out more
The children (in role as villagers) attended meeting led by TIR as man from council. Explained proposals and children able to ask questions and raise objections/propose alternatives.
At the end of the lesson children asked to think of ways of preventing new road being built through park
After the lesson the teacher gave children map of village and asked to mark on it alternative route for road and give reasons.
After the lesson the children made posters to raise awareness of issue and put them up around school
In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when produced posters
In this lesson there was evidence of learning when they talked about reasons for not putting road through park and suggesting alternatives
In the following lesson children organised protest –letters to important people, protest march, involvement of TV reporter

Drama strategies and conventions used
· Teacher in role
· rumours
· improvisation
Why use drama?

It raised children’s awareness of issues concerning their village and gave them a chance to express their feelings in a way mere discussion would probably not have done. It was fun and stimulated even children who are usually not engaged by discussions.
