The school’s reasons for seeking involvement in D4LC:
We wanted to raise standards in speaking and listening and to enhance our creative curriculum. 

Age Group:  years 2/3  working with years 4/5
Size of class –  14 and 17
Length of lesson:  approx 90 mins
Subject links: geography, Literacy, PSHE
Resources:  The Hunter by Paul Geraghty, Photographs from ‘A day In The Life of Africa’, African music
The aims of the lesson

· to enhance learning & understanding of Africa
· adopt appropriate roles in small groups/pairs
· use some drama strategies to explore issues
· create roles to show how behaviour can be interpreted from different viewpoints

· reflect on how working in role helps to explore complex issues

· to extend vocab and expressive language
Lesson exemplar

The teacher wanted to 

To provide opportunities for children to discuss issues from different points of view.
Using The Hunter as a stimulus we wanted to extend the children’s understanding of issues which affect people in Africa.
Before the lesson  

Prior to groups entering hall set the scene: display images of Africa on wall using projector, play background music, darken room. Group to enter in silence.
After several minutes ask group what they are feeling, seeing, hearing, thinking etc. (In role)
The teacher began the lesson by 

Showing picture (p2) to circle. 
The teacher then 

Asked the children to work in  pairs and  decide what was happening in picture at that moment.
The pupils 

Made a still image of the picture going into role of the characters.
The teacher then

Walked around the groups and interviewed each pair. 
Read out paragraph from pg 5 and asked children to decide what the sound was.

The group then discussed possibilities. They agreed upon  hunters being the cause. 
The group was then split into 2 mixed age groups and one group left the hall with a teacher. One group now became pro- hunting whilst the other group were anti hunting. 

After 10 mins the groups came back together and a spokesman for each group gave their viewpoint.

The discussion was very heated with both sides being able to give good arguments both pro and anti!
At the end of the lesson 
Conscience alley. Opposing viewpoints stood opposite each other and chose one adjective to voice their opinion. We swapped the children over allowing children to swap viewpoints.
After the lesson the teacher 

Asked the classes ‘How had role play helped them to think about the issues relating to Africa / hunting?
After the lesson the children 

Children admitted that it had been very difficult at first to find  a ‘pro’  argument but with discussion had begun to see that sometimes culling animals was necessary.
The teacher 

Explained that she had read an article in a newspaper which had discussed the possibility of elephants being culled in Africa, as their numbers had become so great they were destroying much needed food crops and villages.
The children said 
In this lesson there was evidence of creativity when
· children responded to initial role play activity, creating their own images
· the discussions became ‘heated’ and more like a debate
In this lesson there was evidence of learning when
· when children were able to take on role from different perspectives using their knowledge of Africa to help them

Why use drama?
