The school’s approach to/provision for drama:
Secondary school, with commitment to curriculum time at KS3, and then available at KS4 and 5 as option choices. As a Performing arts and media school, part of my timetable as head of drama is allocated to be used for going into other subjects and using drama as an active learning medium within those other subjects.
What the school hopes will be the outcome/s of involvement in D4LC? 
More staff feeling confident about using drama as an active learning medium, and more student engagement within subjects, leading to greater attainment
Age Group: year 8
Size of class: 20
Length of lesson: one hour
Subject links: food technology and health and safety within this subject
Resources: T in role, dirty apron, out of date eggs and various other unhygienic foodstuffs, plus working cooker/hob 
The aims of the lesson

e.g.  For pupils to : 
· Reinforce understanding of health and safety in Food Tech

· Contribute to discussion as to what should be expected in a hospital kitchen
· Experience Teacher in role, and to judge the suitability of a character for employment in hospital kitchens
Where does this lesson fit into your plans? 

A one off lesson which could be inserted into the Food Tech schemes of work
Lesson narrative
The teacher, with whom I was working, wanted to create a more lively approach to this topic, and I wanted the students to be engaged in the lesson, by having to make judgements and decisions. 
Before the lesson we experimented with a short form of the activity, which was just Teacher in role, cooking badly, and while it was entertaining and students were involved, didn’t ask the students to make decisions or choices, and thus no real learning was occuring. 
I began the lesson by asking students to form groups of people who were going to be responsible for hiring people to work in a hospital, and to create a name and type of hospital for themselves. They then had to come up with 3 questions they would ask candidates and 5 things they would expect to see as good practice in a kitchen.
I was then interviewed as to the post of cook in their kitchens.
The pupils took on the role of interviewers very well, responding with serious questions. They then observed me cook in role…and I did many, many wrong and horrid things… The Food Tech teacher observed and counted the mistakes I made…approximately 25. The students then had to decide whether they would employ the character. We didn’t have time for them to feed back to the character/Teacher in role, unfortunately.
At the end of the lesson, the students had reviewed their Health and Safety understanding, had worked with serious intent, and had understood the serious consequences of mistakes
In this lesson there was evidence of pupil creativity when questioning the Teacher in role. (Some very perceptive and thoughtful questions as to experience)
In this lesson there was evidence of learning when students were able to identify mistakes.

Students showed a greater understanding of this topic, with evidence through student discussion 
Can you identify specific improvement/s for particular groups of pupils? e.g. boys, girls, higher, middle, lower achievers, looked after children, ethnic minorities, children for whom English is not their first language? 
Lower ability students were able to use a more kinaesthetic approach, able to access the topic via different methods
Evidence gathered could include pupil voice, comparative examples of children’s work, improved attitudes to learning, improved teamwork, improved behaviour, better attendance on days when drama is timetabled, comments from other teachers and parents, etc. 
Drama strategies and conventions used

· Warm up activity
· Teacher in Role
· (student in role)
Why use drama? The advantages of using drama were to engage the students in a more direct and active way.
My advice to someone else doing this lesson would be to have a support teacher around, as an aid to the bad cooking process, but also for safety.
